The Dubai Ladies Masters gets under way at the Majlis course of the Emirates Golf Club from 26-29 October and is being promoted and
organised by ‘golf in DUBAI’, who also stage the famous Dubai Desert Classic men’s tournament which Tiger Woods won earlier this year
at the same venue.

The Dubai Ladies Masters will feature an elite field of 120 players including Sorenstam, Webb and equally high-profile players like the
European Solheim Cup Captain Helen Alfredsson, European number two Gwladys Nocera, Paula Marti, Iben Tinning, Anna Rawson and
Sophie Sandolo.

The Dubai Ladies Masters is the final event on the 2006 Ladies European Tour schedule where the winner of the 2006 New Star Money
List and Ryder Cup Wales Rookie of the Year will be decided.

Frenchwoman Gwladys Nocera hopes to wrest the European number one spot from Laura Davies while Australia’s Nikki Garrett is in line
for the top rookie honours.
