Johanna Westerberg ‘s hole-in-one at the Finnair Masters last
week was the tenth Tour ace of the season - beating last
year’s score of nine.

The Swede’s first ace of the season - and second of her Tour
career - came on the 152-metre par-three eighth, during her
opening round at the Helsinki Golf Club.

“I hit a five-iron. It pitched maybe three metres short of the
hole and then I think it bounced one more time and went in,”
she said.

"It was kind of hard to see but it just went straight for the
hole and my playing partners were saying ‘get in!"”

Other players to make a hole-in-one this year are: Virginie Lagoutte-Clement,
Rebecca Coakley, Lisa Hall, Sarah Kemp, Georgina Simpson, Elisabeth Esterl,
Anna Rossi, Cassandra Kirkland and Ellen Smets.

The current record for number of holes-in-one in a season stands at 13, and was
set in 1996.

Norway’s Suzann Pettersen is the leading player
on the Volvo Cross Country Challenge order of
merit - but her reign at the top will be
short-lived.

The competition has a separate order of merit
based on the results from the four tournaments
in the Nordic region - the Scandinavian TPC
Hosted by Annika, the SAS Masters and the
Finnair Masters, with the competition’s finale at
the Nykredit Masters this week. However players must compete in at least three of
the four Nordic events in order to earn a share of the $150,000 prize pot.

Pettersen will be withdrawn from the Volvo XC Challenge as she has only played in
two of its qualifying tournaments. Sweden’s Johanna Westerberg is therefore the
leading player eligible to win going into the final week. The 29-year-old Swede
recorded a career best of tied for second in last week’s Finnair Masters and is
confirmed to play in Denmark. The next highest ranked player still eligible to win
the Volvo Cross Country Challenge is fellow Swede Lotta Wahlin.

Germany’s Anja Monke, Italy’s Diana Luna and French rookie Jade Schaeffer are all
inside the top ten on the Volvo Cross Country Challenge order of merit and they
are all eligible to win a share of the prize fund - as well as the €37,500 and Volvo
XC70 car which will be given to the winner on Sunday.
